Medical Emergencies

Currently Norfolk is working to re-establish use of the Health Services Unit.  However, in the event of a medical emergency the nurse will respond.
The first person on the scene should: 

· Call 911 or if someone is with you, have them call 911 and inform them of the location and nature of the emergency.  Go to Building Management Branch Office and get (AED) Automatic External Defibrillator to use if circumstances warrant.  Only trained personnel will administer the AED.
· Contact the nurse in the Health Services Unit (2nd Floor) on (757) 441- 6501.  When the Health Unit Nurse arrives, he/she shall be in charge of directing the activities until the local EMS team arrives and assumes care of the victim. 
· The Person remaining with the victim should check and see if the victim is breathing and if they have a pulse.  If no breathing or pulse trained personnel will administer the AED.

· When rescue squad arrives co-worker should be waiting to meet the emergency response team and escort them to the location.
· Building Management Branch Norfolk will prepare incident report and submit the OCAO Logistics Director.
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
