Medical Emergencies

 The first person on the scene of a medical emergency should:

	TAKE ACTION:

	

	1.  Dial (9) 911 – request paramedic response


	Seconds count in a medical emergency!  The first effort must be to contact the most capable responders – the Seattle Fire Department (SFD).



	2. Dial (526) 4100 – inform guard of emergency and location of injured/incapacitated person, and
that you have called 911

	Know the campus and be able to accurately identify the location of the person requiring medical attention and know how to communicate this to the guards and SFD 

Notification of the guards is crucial to ensure SFD paramedics have unimpeded access to the campus, and assistance in getting to the right location at the right time.

During Health Unit business hours, the Health Unit nurse will respond upon notification by Regional Security after 4100 has been called.


	3.  If you are trained in first aid/CPR/AED, on your own initiative you may offer immediate assistance

	The NOAA Health Unit nurse is available to perform emergency first aid and provide emergency medical support, and can be contacted during an emergency (phone [526-] 6895), but the services and capabilities of the nurse should not be substituted for paramedic response from the Seattle Fire Department.
