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FY 2005 BOPs
 
As stated in BOP/Data Warehouse Advisory No. 11, the system was unavailable to users because 
the FY 2005 surcharge rates had not been updated because the FY 2004 surcharges had to be 
applied to pay period 19 before the Budget Office could enter the new rates.  The new rates were 
entered on or about October 29.  Because of the delay, there is a small problem with the October 
rates when creating the BOP.  FMCs whose rates did not change from FY 2004 should not 
have a problem. 
 
The system is using the FY 2004 rates to apply to any labor object class that is using October 1, 
2004 as the Effective Date.  The months of November and beyond is using the correct FY 2005 
rates.   
 
You can check to see if the system is applying the correct surcharge rate by looking at the 
Column S Rate.   If the S Rate is different on the October line from the other months, there is a 
couple of methods you can use to fix the problem. 
  
      The S Rate for 01-Oct-2004 is 21.00 
      The S Rate for the rest of the months is 20.80 
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If your rate changed in FY 2005,  

 
For your October plan, instead of entering 01-Oct-2004, enter in 31-Oct-2004.  Since the 
rates were changed on October 29, the system will recognize the FY 2005 rates for any 
date entered in the Effective Date that is after the date the surcharges were created.  Even 
though your October plan will begin on the 31st, the reports will recognize that date for 
the October monthly plans.   
       Rate is the same for all months 
 
 

 
 
 
 
FMCs can use the BOP worksheet using the new FY 05 surcharge rates.   The amounts 
generated using the worksheet can then be used.  You will need to manually enter in the 
correct amount for the October lines where the surcharge lines reflect the old rate. 
 
 

Using the Template on Initial BOPS 
 
If you use the BOP Template when creating your initial plans, be sure to delete any line that has 
a zero value.  The system will not let you approve the BOP with zero lines.  You can click on the 
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Amount name and it will sort the values in either ascending or descending order.  This will 
display all of the zero detail lines together.  Then press the red X to delete.  Delete the zero lines 
before you apply surcharges.  Once you have applied the surcharges, the system will not let you 
delete any detail lines.   If you forget to delete them first, you need to Delete Surcharges, delete 
the zero lines and then click on Apply Surcharges.
