The 2 D Barcode Passport Application Guidance

· The 2D Barcode program allows passport applicants to complete passport applications (DS-11 & DS-82) online.
· Applications processed on-line will include a 2 D Barcode on the left side of the first page of the passport application. 
· The 2 D Barcode is encrypted with the applicant's information and allows the Department of State (DOS) to pre-populate the data electronically.  
Accessing 2D Barcode Applications
· Effective March 1, 2007, employees must complete passport applications on-line:

Important Points to Remember about the 2D Barcode Application
· Although the applicant’s information is captured electronically using the 2D Barcode application, it is important to note that the application is NOT being electronically submitted the DOS.  Therefore, applicants are required to print the application upon completion.  In order to print the passport application, applicants must select the “CREATE FORM” button.
· Applicants are required to sign the hardcopy passport application and either submit it to their servicing foreign travel contact (using the DS-82) or apply at the nearest courthouse, post office, etc (using the DS-11). 

· In order to make any corrections to the passport applications, applicants must not close out of the application.  If the application has been closed, a new one must be started.
